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ecember, and the latest addition to the on-line 
lecture archive is; The Cycles of Heaven: Cosmic

Avebury – Temple of the 
Goddess by Peter Knight  
Hidden deep within the rolling downs and hills of 
Wiltshire is one of the wonders of the ancient world. 
The small village of Avebury stands within some of 
the finest engineering achievements of the Neolithic 
Age. The Avebury site contains the largest of all 
known henges, the largest prehistoric mound in 
Europe, as well as the vestiges of two avenues of 
stones, numerous round barrows, long barrows, 
dolmens and stone circles. The whole landscape was 
a place that our ancestors held sacred. The 
monuments of Avebury demonstrate several 
principles held as true by their builders. Its sacred 
sites were not built at random localities, but positioned 
very precisely and often with incredible subtlety, not 
just on the landscape but within it. The megaliths and 
mounds were seen as an inseparable part of the land, 
an umbilical link mirroring the spirituality of the 
people. Line of sight effects were produced the 
intervisibility of many monuments being of vital 
importance. The great megaliths themselves were 
chosen with great care regarding their size, shape 
and the symbolism expressed in their form. Simulacra 
(images that resemble something else) abound at 
Avebury, the huge stones exhibiting lasting 
testaments to the spiritual driving force that revolved 
around the sun, the moon and the Earth Mother 
Goddess. 

Avebury also demonstrates wonderfully the art of 
ancient sacred geometry, the positioning of sites in 
relation to the landscape, ley lines and earth energies. 
Dowsing around Avebury’s huge megaliths can be a 
breathtaking experience, with many major currents of 
serpentine energy flowing through the landscape. The 
famous St Michael Line, an alignment of sacred sites 
running from Cornwall to East Anglia passes through 
Avebury, and the energy currents associated with it 
pass through several of the Avebury monuments. The 
oldest sites at Avebury are the long barrows. The two 
at East and West Kennet are the largest and best 
known. The axis of the 330ft long earthen mound is 
aligned to the equinox sunrise, one of the 
astronomical festivals of the year. It was in use for 
over a thousand years between 3700-2500 BC, ample 
proof of the sanctity of the site.

As mentioned previously, the St Michael line runs 
through Avebury. The female Mary current associated 
with the alignment runs along the axis of the West 
Kennet Barrow, straight through the chambered tomb. 
This energy is readily dowsed and at times can be felt 
directly Unexplained phenomena and spectral 
apparitions have been witnessed here, a common 
occurrence at places of powerful earth energies. 

The tomb was closed around 2,500 BC just as the 
henge at Avebury was being constructed, perhaps 
demonstrating a change of emphasis from solitary 
communion to open tribal ceremonies and 
celebrations. The largest blocking stone at the east 
end of the barrow has a vertical gash, 1 meter long, 
down its centre which Dr Meaden interprets as 
symbolic of the vulva of the Goddess. 

Two avenues of stones formerly ran in to the henge at 
Avebury one from the south and the other from the 
west. The Adam and Eve stones are all that remain of 
the latter now, much destruction having been caused 
in the proceeding centuries in the name of the Church 
and agriculture. Some stretches of the Western 
Avenue have survived time and man. West Kennet 
Avenue is arguably the finest megalithic avenue in 
Britain. It formerly had around 200 stones of which 
sadly, less than 30 survive today. One can walk up 
the mile long avenue, retracing our ancestors’ 
footsteps, and dowse the energies of the Michael 
current that flows down its length.  

The avenue is sinous as it twists and turns to follow 
the serpents of the land. Many of the megaliths

Book Review: The Holy Book of 
Mary Magdalene: The Path of 
the Grail Steward by Jennifer Reiff 
The Holy Book of Mary Magdalene is a 
spiritual handbook for a Magdalene-Jesus 
mythos.

display simulacra, such as heads, vulvae and phalluses. 
One can just imagine the torchlit processions that 
wended their way up the avenue thousands of years 
ago, the images of the ancestors becoming animated by 
the flickering flames. 

The avenue proceeds north to the Neolithic henge. The 
sheer scale of this construction can take one’s breath 
away. A huge bank and ditch were constructed, inside of 
which around 200 megaliths were raised. 100,000 
tonnes of chalk and earth were moved (circa 3.2 million 
feet) to create the ditch and banks, 60 times greater than 
at Stonehenge. This is in addition to the 4000 tons of 
stone needed for the megaliths: a truly immense 
undertaking by a culture in possession of nothing more 
than axe heads, antler picks and the human spirit! It has 
been estimated that the whole project may have taken 
up to 600 years to complete, the monument being dated 
between 2,800-2,200 BC. Within an outer ring of 
megaliths two inner circles were erected. Inside these 
megaliths of astronomical significance were positioned. 
In the northern inner circle there are two huge stones 
called the Cove. There was formerly a third stone 
nearby, together forming a sacred enclosed area. 
Meaden suggests this was symbolic of the womb of the 
Earth Goddess. At summer solstice a shadow cast by 
another recorded stone (also now lost) just NE of the 
Cove would reach the “womb”, a “marriage / 
consummation of the Gods” being played out with the 
dramatic sense of light and shadow. It is interesting that 
both the male and female currents of the Michael Line 
converge at the Cove, after travelling separate ways 
from Windmill Hill in the North. 

It was in the southern inner circle that Avebury’s tallest 
megalith, called the Obelisk once stood. This phallic 
shaped stone was a colossal 20ft high. During the 
festival of Beltaine (early May each year) the shadow 
cast by the huge phallus stretched across the ground, 
the tip of it penetrating a vulva shaped cavity on stone 
106 nearby. Again we have the marriage of the gods 
being acted out between stone, earth the sun and Man. 
The male / female currents of the St Michael line remain 
together at the Obelisk site, confirming the importance of 
the locality to our shamanic ancestors. 

Hours can be spent following the flow of earth energies 
around the henge. Hairs stand up on the back of one’s 
neck at places and stones tingle beneath our hands. 
Pendulums swing enthusiastically in many places and 
rods twitch as we follow the meandering serpent 
currents. The megaliths themselves are like an open art 
gallery – horses, human heads, vulva cavities, 
phalluses, and other fantastic images leap out of the  

timeless rocks, inviting us into the world of the shaman, the 
world of sanctity, imagination and legend that is Avebury.  

Recent research by Peter Knight and Toni Perrott has 
revealed that Avebury is located where five points of the 
Wessex Astrum (a pattern of sacred geometry encoded into 
the Wessex landscape) converge. Further information about
