Thoth – God of Light 
By Gordon Strong  
 
When Moses led the Israelites out of Egypt he took with 
him the magical knowledge. Those writings would 
become the Book of Solomon. That king’s conscience 
prompted him to embrace Monotheism but his destiny 
ensured he was the guardian of the Book of Thoth. This 
singular work contained the entire Egyptian philosophy 
in forty-two books.  Combined with the Kabbalah, the 
sacred Hebrew wisdom, it was known as the 
Hermetica.  Only three volumes survived the burning of 
the royal libraries in Alexandria in 100 A.D - The 
Emerald Tablets.  It was believed that the knowledge of 
alchemy and the magical consciousness was passed to 
the reader in the form of white light emanating from its 
pages. 

Thoth means Truth and Time.  He is the Voice of Ra 
speaking the words that created heaven and earth. As 
Merlin the wizard accompanies Arthur the King so does 
Thoth stand beside Ra the sun god. He does this in the 
nightly voyage across the sky, so his affinities are both 
with the sun and moon. Thoth is both a solar and a 
lunar deity, which explains his title Master of the 
Balance.  He guards the moon gates and has a 
function akin to the High Priestess of the Tarot. 

Thoth has the head of an ibis (a bird with a crescent 
shaped beak resembling the moon) and a human body; 
in another guise he is a dog-headed baboon. He is an 
arbitrator in the battle between good and evil, yet he 
heals the vanquished god.  By ensuring that neither 
side dominates the other he embraces a fundamental 

 
principle of magick.  Duality is not the essence of 
magical power, it is polarity. Thoth also owns the 
primordial substance – the secret of life. 

Cunning as a fox, he is also known as fox fire, that 
phosphorescent light also called the “will o’ the wisp”. In 
Scandinavia the Aurora Borealis is known as “light of 
the fox”.  Thoth is the god of Literature and the Arts.  
He invented, with the goddess Seshat, the art of writing 
and taught this skill to the world. It is claimed he is ‘the 
author of every work on every branch of knowledge 
both human and divine.’ The spells in the Book of 
Thoth form a medieval grimoire or grammar i.e. 
method.  Anyone who reads them may either be in 
great danger or they become the most powerful 
magician in the world. Inventor of astrology and 
astronomy, Thoth is also the great measurer of 
engineering and science.  He is supposed to have 
designed and orientated the pyramids to ensure they 
were built according to the geometry of the human 
body.   

The affinity of Thoth with the moon entitles him to own 
the symbol of Isis - the Ankh.  Thoth helps her by 
writing the spell which brings back her consort Osiris 
from the dead, as he also resurrects her son Horus. 
With his own consort Maat the goddess of truth, Thoth 
judges the dead.

Book Review: Paranormal 
Dorset by Roger Guttridge 
Not just a book on ghostly tales from Dorset 
(and by golly there are a few) but also one 
that explores in depth a complete range of 
paranormal phenomena including UFOs, 
remote viewing, out of body experiences 
and fairies.  

The author not only re-examines and 
updates well-known stories, but introduces 

 

many lesser-known tales too. The result is 
Paranormal Dorset, a book crammed with 
seven chapters of ghostly goings-on. Read 
for example about the child spirits of the 
Lavender Lodge case, the Durweston 
poltergeist, the fairies of Branksome Park, 
Poole, the ruins of Knowlton Church and 
the Ashtar Command Broadcast, a 
communication from outer space. For

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Thoth – God of Light (continued) 
Maat balances the heart of the deceased (or weighs the 
soul) against the feather she carries.  This weighing 
determines whether the judged soul led a pure and honest 
life. Thoth records their deeds and the judgement of Maat 
in the Book of the Dead.   

Thoth came to be associated more with the practice of 
scribe and record keeper than as a messenger of the 
gods.  This role was given to Anubis who travelled in the 
underworld. Thoth does however have an association with 
Lugh Norse god of the underworld. His festival 
(Lugnasadh or the Christian feast day of Lammas) is 
celebrated on the first day of August.  This Celtic deity of 
the Arts and Sciences has like Thoth, an exalted 
parentage.  He is the son of Tailtiu last queen of the Fil 
Bolg. Lugh is also the god of the Otherworld.  He is to be 
found between worlds, representing ‘the point between 
the thing and the other thing’.  Look for him where the 
mountains meet the sky, at dusk when night meets day 
and on the shoreline where earth meets water. 
 
Sacred to Isis are the tortoise and the turtle. From a shell 
of the former was made the body of the original lyre 
owned by Hermes.  His is the Greek name for Thoth and 
thus was Hermetic magic (the magic of correspondences) 
born. Hermes owns the Caduceus, created when the god, 
being asked a question, caused two snakes fighting on 
the ground to entwine about his staff. From that moment 
on the Caduceus had the power to answer every question 
about anything in Heaven or Earth. Thoth can become a 
snake at will (or a cat, sphinx or hawk). Set, Ra and Kheti 
are the deities who protect snakes, creatures that have no 
evil associations in Egyptian lore. 

In Mercury he is the god of thieves and deceivers, only 
avoiding trouble by pre-empting it. He avoids obstructions 
by never inviting them near.  His ability to remain positive 
is a great lesson, for he changes his mind at will.  Mercury 
is also the Hermit, the pilgrims’ guide but he can, like 
Thoth, be the will o’ the wisp or Puck - the King of the 
Fairies.  His presence is to be found on dragon paths and 
leys, the lines of energy that connect places of 
significance. Once Mercury had his own mark in every 
hamlet (a tradition later continued in the siting of a market 
cross).  Where number and sacred geometry is the key, 
this Magician of the Tarot Pack will be found. 
 
Thoth may also have an association with Odin.  The god 
was hung in the ‘world tree’ Yggdrasil for nine days and at 
the end of this time he discovered the secret of the runes.  
Certainly the theme of sacrifice is central to his nature, as 
it is to the true practice of magick. Thoth is a significant 
figure in the Western Magical tradition and is one among 
the mightiest in the ranks of the Egyptian deities. For
